INTERNATIONAL APPLICATIONS, AND DESTINATIONS

If the student qualifies for UK home-based
status under settled or pre-settled status,
then they can apply to the main college
admissions and have no fees to pau.

= Students will need to be living with their

families in the UK.

If the student does not qualify for UK
home-based status they need to be
sponsored by Varndean under the Student
Visa route, pay tuition fees and apply
through the international team.

= Students will live with host families, organised

by Varndean College, and will pay for the
accommodation
